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PREFACE. 

In presenting this work to the public, I am endeavouring to 
carry out the purpose stated in my Todd Lecture, On Jrish 
Lexicography, page 34. The approach to the study of Irish 

must be made by the easier portions; and they are indu- 

bitably the ecclesiastical portions. A great mistake, as it 
seems to me, is often made by students of Irish, in neglect- 
ing this indispensable basis of securing due familiarity with 

Celtic modes of expression, and speeding on to the investigation 

of the difficult, perhaps insoluble, problems of Irish literary 

remains. The texts I have published from ZL. Breac and the 

present volume contain a very large portion indeed of the 

Trish vocabulary of which anything is known with certainty. 

But, besides the vocabulary, they exhibit in great variety the 
real structure of the language: a thorough knowledge of these 
pages will preserve the student from many a blunder in the 

analysis of more difficult texts. 

There is hardly a line in this book which an Irish-speaking 

native will not at once get a grip of. It is veritably Ivish, 

uncontaminated by English phrases, and written by a master 

of the language while it was yet a power. To the young 

student who seeks to penetrate the secrets of Irish speech, 
I earnestly commend the study of Keating: there is no 
form of Irish utterance of which he will not find a model in 

this work.

Of the MSS. used in preparing this edition I shall speak 
more in detail in Part II., which will contain the translation 

of the work, &c. Here I may briefly state that M. and K., 

referred to in the Glossary, denote the two redactions of 

O’Mulconry and O’ Keeffe respectively. The former is made the 

basis of this text; but I have not thought it desirable to 

maintain the antiquated spelling: scuipteap is more familiar 

to modern readers of Irish than ccuiption, Ke. 
To the critic of this work many things will, no doubt, 

present themselves to be said, of more or less psychological 

interest : these I shall carefully peruse, and endeavour to give 

them a suitable reply, as heretofore.

APPENDIX. 

I.—THE VERB ‘TO BH’ IN IRISH. 

Is the conjugation of the verb ‘to be’ in Irish, several roots are found, viz., at4, 

pul, bi, in the substantive verb, and 1p, with its supplementary forms, -pb, -pb, 

bud, in the so-called assertive verb; these are treated of as follows :—[I], the 

forms of the assertive verb; [II], its use; [III], the forms of the substantive verb ; 

[IV], its use. 

[I].—Forms of the Assertive Verb 15S. 

The fundamental law of Celtic syntax, in reference to the order of words, is the 

position of the verb at the beginning of the clause. Hence, whenever a notion other 

than the verb is to be brought into prominence, the important word is brought up 

to the beginning of the sentence under cover of a proclitic unipersonal verb; [PRO- 

CLITIC, for this verb (ir, bud, bur) has no stress of any kind; and in fact the 

vowel element in if is often omitted in writing, ’y; while the that appears in 

(5u)pab is merely a helping vowel, Old Ix. co-rd]. In English a similar expedient 

is adopted, e. gr. “ he is speaking of a different subject,’ but ‘it 7s of a different sub- 

ject that he is speaking’; but in Irish the verb used is a special verb confined 

to this purpose. In addition to this, the verbal forms differ, in a very character- 

istic fashion, according as they are in the independent or in the dependent clause. 

Thus, with the assertive verb, ‘I am a human being’ is ip 'ouime mé; but in the 

dependent sentence, ‘ I know that I am a human being,’ it becomes cá 4 fíor asam 

supab ouine mé. The forms to be considered, therefore, divide themselves into

III—IRREGULAR VERBS. 

The verbs treated here are compound verbs, whose compound nature is still felt, 

deeply or vaguely. Many of the roots now in common use in Irish speech are, no 

doubt, also compound in origin; but they have become practically simple verbs, 

their compound nature being forgotten. Nay, even of those remaining, the 

so-called irregulars, a certain proportion have yielded to the pressure of develop- 

ment, and are on the high way to be regarded as simple roots. Thus the compound 

fo-gab becomes, under the accent, fagb, and is then treated as a simple root, as 

a verb of single-flexion, to which may be attached the eneclitie ending -ann. 

Similarly from conx-gab we get a form treated as a simple root, congb, &e. 

Especial attention is first to be directed towards the distinction, which the 

merest inspection discloses, that some of the verbs have a double form, thus— 

'oobein ré, ‘he gives’; but ni Tabain ré, “he does not give.’ 

The latter form has the stress of the voice on the first syllable of the verb, and is 

conveniently denoted by the term enclitic ; [dobéir, with stress of voice on second 

syllable, but 22 ¢ddair, in the enclitic form, with stress on first syllable ;] the other 

I prefer to name the independent form, denoting them by the letters (Z) and (A) 

respectively in the paradigms. The verbs in which this double form is found are 

few in number; but they comprise some of the commonest and most important 

roots in the language, viz.:—ber, gab, gen, ci, teit, tic, clu, together with the 

roots of the verb substantive. 

For convenience of classification, these are discussed under their root-forms. The 

summary prefixed to each verb gives the 3rd person only, save in imperat., where 

the 2nd person is given.
